This article is a departure from what I 
normally write about—nonprofits, 
senior programs, funding, and 

affordable housing. Today, though, I want 
to write about people, people who make it 
easier for others to age with dignity. I use 
the word friendship, but it is really just 
people coming together to assist others in 
need, and often becoming friends.

 Certain life events, like medical issues, 
cannot be avoided and affect almost every 
family in some way. At times these needs 
are recognized, and people and resources 
come together to solve or minimize the 
problem. At other times, the need is not 
recognized, and the family does not receive 
help. Many people are reluctant to ask for or 
accept the help they require.

 One enterprising lady had a flag in front 
of her home to communicate with her 
neighbors. When she got up, she turned the 

flag a certain way signaling that all was well. 
When she went to bed, she reversed the 
flag. It worked fine until the time she fell in 
her bathtub and remained there for 36 
hours before the neighbors realized the flag 
error and came to her assistance. Perhaps a 
phone call procedure might have been more 
timely and safer.

 Now I will get a little more personal. For 
three years I have relied on a wheelchair 
due to complications from a knee opera-
tion. This was a disruption but since my 
wife Terry was driving, we could get just 
about anywhere needed. That changed 

when she was diagnosed with cancer and 
had to undergo chemotherapy. Getting to 
church, driving to medical appointments, 
and just living became a real concern. We 
quickly learned aging was not for wimps, 
and the meaning of friendship.

 One person organized a driving group to 
get Terry to her chemo sessions. Another 
organized a group to get me to physical 
therapy and medical appointments, while 
many others helped get us to the barber 
shop, grocery store, and other necessary 
places we took for granted when we were 
well. You might be surprised how much you 
learn about people when you come to their 
assistance and vice versa.

 Offering and accepting help is difficult 
for most people. Steel yourself, if necessary, 
and determine if you want to/can help an 
older adult with a safer and easier aging 
process. Terry has handled her first series of 

chemotherapy quite well and will start a 
second series soon. Neither of us is driving, 
so we are still quite dependent on friends 
for transportation. Hopefully that will soon 
change.

 There are many ways to help people age 
in place. Our own situation has caused us to 
take a hard look at our living circumstances. 
We know we need to downsize and consider 
smaller living accommodations, but it is 
still hard to do. Think about how you might 
become a team leader to assist those in need 
in your neighborhood. I am certain that you 
and those you help will become friends, 
friends we all need if we are to age with 
dignity.
